2.3 About the School
The Leeds School of Contemporary Art and Graphic Design has its origins in the prestigious Leeds College of Art, which in 1970 became one of the founding institutions of what is now Leeds Met.  The School has undergraduate courses in Contemporary Creative Practice, Fine Art, Graphic Arts and Design and postgraduate courses in Contemporary Fine Art practice and Graphic Arts and Design, it also has students studying   for research degrees.  It is located in the Faculty of Arts and Society where it has close affinities with the Leeds School of Architecture, Landscape and Design and the School of Film, Television and Performing Arts.

The School supports your personal, academic and professional development by providing you with the opportunity to acquire the necessary practical skills, knowledge and personal attributes which are necessary for you to perform successfully as a creative professional in your particular field of contemporary art and graphic design.  In doing this it promotes independence and choice in your approach to study to allowing you to work according to your particular needs and aspirations.
Your course will situate your studies within its professional contexts and in doing so it places a high value on the input to your learning made through the professional practice, research and scholarship of staff.  Where possible you are encouraged to participate in organised external activities such as exhibitions, live briefs, commissions and competitions.  Students have had a high level of success and achievement at national and international levels in these opportunities.
The courses provide opportunities for overseas links with organised visits to a range of overseas centres, these have included Beijing, New York, Havana, Madrid, Barcelona, Prague and Venice.  There are some study opportunities at Universities in Madrid, Barcelona and Hiroshima.
Whatever your programme of study, you are supported by the School’s extensive learning support facilities which include; studios, workshops, IT and I.C.T. labs all of which have experienced and skilled learning officer support associated with them.  Further learning support is provided by the University’s, libraries, media services and P.C. labs.
The School has a central concern for the academic and personal well-being of its students and you should feel confident in bringing any difficulties to the attention of your Course Leader or to the Head of School. 3.1 Libraries
To help you study we provide a resource-packed library on each campus. Here you can access internet-based resources, audio-visual equipment and services such as TV studios and media editing suites, computing facilities with standard and specialist software and adaptive hardware/software for dyslexic and disabled students, different study environments with over 2,100 study places and around half a million books, journals and media resources.
Opening times

Monday to Thursday: 24 hours a day, (on Fridays we close at 10pm). Weekends: 10am-10pm. Self-service overnights and during weekend evening hours. If in doubt, check on Library Online.

How to join
Your Leeds Met student ID card enables you to use our libraries at Civic Quarter, Headingley Campus and Leeds Met Harrogate. You should bring it with you whenever you want to use any of the library facilities.
Induction sessions are offered for new students, which we strongly recommend that you attend. These are organized as part of your school’s induction programme during Freshers’ Festival, and you’ll find the date and time on your induction week timetable. If you do miss it you should contact your course administrator or your learning adviser within your campus library.
International students

In addition, international students can take part in library tours and induction sessions during the International Welcome Programme which will take place as part of the first week of the Freshers’ Festival. Please refer to the International Welcome Programme information for dates and times.

Help and advice

Each course has a specific learning adviser who has specific knowledge about your chosen subject. Your learning adviser will buy all the resources for your subject in the library and will teach you how to make the most of the information available to you during your course. You will meet them at your induction. Further help is available at the information desk in each library.
Part-time and distance-learning students

If you are one of the many Leeds Met students who doesn’t come onto campus very often, Library Online can help you. It offers a wide range of electronic databases and journals that have been especially selected for your course.

If you are registered on a distance-learning course, there is a special service called Offsite that you can contact for help and advice. Offsite is a tailored package of services to support you when you are seldom or never required to attend classes. Included in this package are postal loans and database searches. You’re eligible for this service if your course requires attendance on campus three times a semester or less and if your course if of longer duration than one academic term. All registered research students who do not live in the Leeds area, and international students who return home during vacations, can also use this service.

Library Online provides access to information and resources via the internet. You can find out about our facilities and access our extensive collection of electronic databases, e-journals and e-books at any time day or night, while at the University, home or work.

4 About your course
4.1 Introduction to the course
The M.A. Contemporary Fine Art Practice has developed from a well-established postgraduate provision in art and design located within The Leeds School of Contemporary Art & Graphic Design.  The new award links practical and theoretical approaches to aspects of fine art and offers students flexibility in their mode of study and interpretation of the curriculum in order to support research in practice, theory or the application of these to professional contexts such as contemporary art practice, curatorship, public art.

The approach of the award is intended to reflect the emerging fluidity and inter-disciplinary nature of fine art and visual culture.  The curriculum is centred on contemporary debates, current discourses and practices and involves the participation of academic staff who are practitioners, researchers and curators in the field of contemporary art and visual culture. 

The School is very well supported with studio and workshop accommodation, technical support and learning resources such as new library facilities and on-line research facilities.There is a growing number of higher research students and fellows in aspects of fine art and visual culture located in the School supporting a critical and innovative context for the study of fine art. We welcome applications from those who have a critical interest and understanding of fine art practices and their contexts, this may include artists, theorists, writers, curators or arts professionals and those practitioners whose work crosses the borders of disciplines.

The award has been planned to place theoretical and practical debates and discourses within the contexts of contemporary culture, thus there is an emphasis on student presentations, exhibitions, writing for different contexts, curating and developing different research methodologies. 

The students pursue their studies on the M.A. programme through the research and development of an identified and negotiated project. The project needs to be located within the field of contemporary fine art practice and may utilise a range of practices and disciplines, both practical and textual. The project needs to be viable and achievable within the structure of the M.A. and sustainable for presentation for assessment over the timescale of the study. 

The Course Philosophy

The course wishes to explore and to challenge definitions of contemporary fine art practices through reference to current discourses in fine art and visual culture.  This offers practitioners in areas broadly defined as fine art, art theory and cultural studies an innovative approach to the advanced study of fine art practices in a critical context.

We are interested in a fluid and inter-disciplinary approach to the study of fine art, one which is relevant to current discourses in the field and also offers an appropriate approach to advanced study applied to professional contexts of practice which will include visual art, curation, art theory and criticism, art and education and the public contexts of art.

The course supports the view that contemporary fine art practice crosses boundaries of theory and practice, media and technologies, image, artefacts and text, cultural contexts and professional applications and seeks participants from across a broad range of practices.

The course offers a varied approach to teaching and learning with an emphasis on the importance of increasing self-independence, a common discourse and negotiated learning.  We seek to enable students to contribute to contemporary debates within fine art practice in a variety of academic and applied professional contexts.

The course is open to students who are active practitioners in the field of fine art, art theory, visual culture, cultural studies, curatorship and museology and are committed to a critical engagement with fine art practices.  To benefit from the course, students will be committed to an open, critical exploration of issues and debates in fine art practice and visual culture, through personal reflection, collective discourse with other students and wider debate.

4.2 Aims and objectives
The aims of the programme are to provide:

•
The opportunity for sustained development of a project determined by the student as being relevant to his/her professional concerns through appropriate learning strategies.

•
The means whereby the student can identify and consider questions about, or within, their practice and professional concerns through an organised  programme of critical reflection.

•
The opportunity for students to develop their practice and professional concerns through an individually negotiated programme of study.

•
The opportunity for the student to acquire knowledge and understanding of subject-specific contemporary theory and to develop strategies and methodologies for the investigation of professionally orientated research problems.

•
The opportunity for the student to acquire knowledge and understanding of the international and trans-cultural contexts of contemporary art practice.

Teaching and Learning Strategies 

The programme makes use of a wide range of learning and teaching methods appropriate to a fluid approach to study at postgraduate level to support a multi-disciplinary context for learning.

The programme is delivered through:

Workshops:   where students and tutors are involved in presentations, group-working and problem solving around issues in research approaches and methodologies in contemporary fine art practices.

Seminars:   where a tutor works with a group of students to discuss and debate a set of issues, sometimes in response to given texts, ideas or activities, sometimes using visual presentations.

Lectures:   where a tutor or invited specialist speaker gives a sustained and developed presentation, using visual and textual material on an issue or subject.

Visits:   to exhibitions, conferences, galleries or contemporary fine art projects where students and tutors engage with a critical discourse around the themes being addressed.

Group tutorials:   operate as a means for the group to share a critical evaluation of their progress, support independent learning, and as a means of identifying and discussing the development of the Learning Contract.

Individual Tutorials:   are used to support the implementation and evaluation of the project in the Learning Contract, to discuss feedback on assessment and review and to provide individual guidance in the development of the major area of critical practice in the Project.

Surgeries:  where tutors and students discuss particular problems in relation to the utilization of processes, materials and ICT in the development of the Project, often in liaison with learning officers.

Curriculum Content:

The module establishes the study at masters level through the negotiation and identification of the individual student project at an advanced critical, creative and professional level and enabling an individual  approach to study appropriate to individual needs and professional contexts. It further enables the student to locate their project within the wider social, cultural and professional contexts of contemporary fine art practice through a programme of seminars which introduce approaches to critical reflection in contemporary art and visual culture and to research methodologies and their applications in contemporary practice. Students are progressively involved in a common discourse around critical reflection and research methodology and through an individual programme of negotiated study will be able to identify the aims and intentions of their project in relation to appropriate contexts.

The means by which students will articulate the identification and negotiation of the project is the Professional Development Document which will be established through the module and will continue to develop as the core record of the identification, negotiation and evaluation of the project.

Integrated with the seminar programme are individual discussions through tutorials which will enable students to pursue appropriate research relevant to the project and its emerging wider contexts, including international and trans-cultural contexts. Students will be introduced to resources for research and development within the School and will engage in interactions with research students, diverse visiting lecturers and conference activity.

To enable students to identify, negotiate and evaluate an individual programme of study as it is appropriate to their individual needs and professional contexts

To enable students to begin to evaluate outcomes and to develop an understanding of these in the  context of knowledge structures and methodologies

Working from the Statement of Intent, students will, through individual tutorials and participation in the Critical Reflection and Research Methodologies  module, start to develop the intentions, contextual approaches and  creative possibilities of the Project. The location of the  Project in relation to debates and discourses in contemporary fine art practice  will be discussed through individual tutorials, supporting the student in preparing the Professional Development Document.

The module establishes the major area of independent study within the programme centred on the development of a major critical practice in the Project, negotiated and evaluated through the Professional Development Document. Students will participate in a programme of Professional Development delivered through seminars, lectures and presentations which will further develop their professional understanding and advanced professional  skills. Students are also required to consider and evaluate the Project at this stage in terms of intention, mediation and realisation and to develop a Contextual Overview of its development which will be further developed through CFAP 4 Project Realisation.

7.1 Your responsibilities

7.2 How and where to hand in an assignment

Students’ progress is reviewed through formative assessment at identified points of the level. Students are provided with indicative grades on their performance set against the level outcomes as they are appropriate to that point of the level. 7.3 What to do when handing in an assignment late
Extensions to submission date

Students requiring an extension after the submission date should complete an extension form which is available from the School Office.  The extension form should be completed and return to your Course Administrator. See section 6.8 for more details.

Late submission

If you submit work after after the submission date without approval, your work will be subject to the penalties listed in section 6.4 below.

7.4 What will happen if i hand in my work late?

The following has been taken from the Academic Regulations, section C1.5.7:

Students who fail to submit assessments by the prescribed date without good cause shall be penalised as given below. Any work not submitted within these limits may not be submitted at that opportunity.

“Days” include weekdays and include vacations, but exclude weekends, bank holidays, customary days and other days when the University or designated collaborative institution is closed.

Full-time Students

1 day late: 5% of the possible total mark will be deducted from the mark achieved by the student. 

2 to 9 days late: 5% of the possible total mark will be deducted from the mark achieved by the student for every day on which the work remains unsubmitted.

10 days late or more: a mark of zero will be recorded.

Part-time Students

1 to 2 days late: 5% of the possible total mark will be deducted from the mark achieved by the student.

3 to 10 days late: 5% of the possible total mark will be deducted from the mark achieved by the student for each two days on which the work remains un-submitted (i.e. 5% for days 3-4; 5-6; 7-8; 9-10).

11 days late or more: a mark of zero will be recorded.
Cases of persistent late submission shall be brought to the attention of the Board of Examiners or Examination Committee.

7.6 plagiarism

Plagiarism, in short, means taking another person’s work and incorporating it into your own work without proper acknowledgement.

This booklet explains what plagiarism is, but more importantly explains how to avoid it. It is strongly recommended that you read and familiarize yourself with the contents of this booklet.
7.7 Extenuating circumstances and mitigation

It is most important that you submit mitigating circumstances if you feel your work or performance has been affected by personal, medical or other matters you have experienced, so that these circumstances can be taken into account in considering your assessment, particularly by Boards of Examiners or Examination Committees. You should register mitigating circumstances as close as possible to the time to which they apply.
At all times, the process of dealing with mitigating circumstances presented by students is treated sensitively and in confidence, but only mitigation submitted via the proper process can be considered by the Board of Examiners.
In the first instance students should contact the Course Leader or School Office for advice about mitigation.

Mitigating Circumstances forms are available from the School Office. The date for final submission of mitigation will be displayed on all the Course Notice Boards at the appropriate time.

8 Representing your course
8.1 Role of Scheme or Course Committees

The following has been taken from the University Academic Regulations, section B3.3.

Monitoring and management of Schemes and Courses

Establishment

A Scheme or Course Committee shall be established for each Scheme or Course.

Remit

The Scheme or Course Committee is the body, representative of students and staff, responsible for the overall policy on the Scheme or Course including conduct, monitoring, review and development. 

Membership

Membership of Scheme or Course Committees shall be as set out in the University Procedures. The Scheme or Course Committee may not be augmented other than in accordance with University Academic Regulations and Procedures.

Election of representatives

The election of representatives to serve on the Committee shall be in accordance with University procedures. 

Reporting

The Scheme or Course Committee will report to the Head of School/Associate Dean/Scheme Leader, and then onto the Faculty Committee.

Meetings
There shall be a formal, minuted meeting of the Scheme or Course Committee at least twice in each academic year.
Consultation
Student representatives shall be given adequate notice of meetings so that they can consult with their fellow students. Guidance on notice periods is as found in the relevant University Procedures.
Consideration of Modifications to the Scheme or Course

Consideration and approval of the Scheme or Course documentation relating to proposed modifications to the Scheme or Course prior to its submission to approval and validating procedures of the Faculty, University and any external validating body.

Other Matters for Consideration
In addition to its formal remit the Scheme or Course Committee meeting will be concerned with other matters as specified in the University Procedures.
8.2 Specific Scheme or Course statement (if appropriate)
There shall be a formal, minuted meeting of the Course Committee at least once in each semester.  The School will provide secretarial support for the meeting. Further information on the role and responsibilities of the Scheme Committee is located in the Postgraduate Framework Document Section 11, School and Programme Management and Review.
8.3 Planned dates and times of meetings 
Course Committees will be held in November and June.
8.4 Student representation

Generic statement

Student representation on and input into Scheme or Course Committees is a key part of the quality enhancement strategy of the University. Each Scheme or Course Committee shall include at least one member of the student body for that Course.

Specific Scheme or course statement 
The course wishes to involve students in the quality enhancement and development of the programme of study – to this end students are able to elect representatives to participate in the scheme committee which monitors the quality of the student experience and the effectiveness of the programmes.
Procedures shall be established so that students on the course may elect, from their number, representatives to serve on the Course/Scheme Committee. 8.8 Health and Safety

Fire Safety Procedures

The following advice is taken from the Leeds Metropolitan University Fire Regulations and Procedures:

Fire prevention

Fire prevention is everyone’s responsibility. You can help to prevent fires by:

• Good housekeeping

• Safe use of electrical and gas appliances

• Observing the University no-smoking policy

Information

In each room and in many corridors there is a blue and red Fire Action notice that tells you what to do in the event of a fire. This tells you the location of the nearest Fire Alarm Break Glass Point, the University emergency telephone numbers, the location of fire-fighting equipment and the appropriate assembly area for fire evacuation. All fire doors and escape routes are clearly marked.

If you discover a fire

If you discover a fire, inform any available member of staff. If no-one is available you should operate the Fire Alarm and then evacuate the building. In addition you should call the emergency number indicated on the Fire Action notice.

Fire evacuation

On hearing the Fire Alarm, everyone should proceed calmly to the nearest escape route as indicated by the green signs bearing a white running man symbol. Follow this route to get out of the building and continue on to the nearest assembly point so as not to impede the Emergency Services. Do not stop to collect belongings and do not try to leave by your usual entry route unless this is the way indicated by the escape signs. Do not attempt to use the lifts. Evacuation is practised through fire drills. However, you should regard any sounding of the alarm as a fire incident and act accordingly.

Disabled students
You are expected to declare any disability that would affect your safety in the event of a fire, e.g. poor hearing may mean the alarm isn’t heard, or use of a wheelchair will prevent use of stairs to evacuate. If you are referred to the Disability Adviser, a personal Fire Evacuation Plan may need to be developed. This will then be used in any evacuation of the buildings.
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
