Employment

Graduates gain employment in both science related such as research and development; diagnostics, medical devices and lab instrumentation; sales and marketing, and non-scientific fields.  The main transferable skills demonstrated by studying biomedical science are problem solving, analytical, communication, teamworking, numeracy and IT – see http://www.qaa.ac.uk/academicinfrastructure/benchmark/statements/Biomedicalscience07.pdf .  These skills are required by many employers.  Remember only 40% of jobs require a specific degree.
Graduates in this subject have gone on to further study in their areas of interest or gained a wide range of posts such as senior laboratory scientist, assistant healthcare scientist, customer service representative.
