Graduate Destinations

 As the Politics single honours degree at Leeds Met has only been running for a short time, there are no destination statistics available yet. However, typical jobs for Politics graduates are: social and political research, librarianship and information work, publishing, public relations, lobbying, further training for law careers, local government and civil service. Politics is also acceptable for many jobs in business and commerce, as around 60% of these vacancies do not specify a degree subject.
