REQUIREMENTS FOR REGISTRATION

REGULATIONS GOVERNING ADMISSION TO A RESEARCH AWARD OF THE UNIVERSITY.

Section A4 of the University Research Regulations

A4.1

Entry Qualifications
A4.1.1

Entry Qualifications for Admission
Applicants for registration for a research award of the University must fulfil the required entry qualifications for that award.

A4.1.2

Evidence of Qualifications
All applicants will be required to provide satisfactory evidence of the qualifications or experienced claimed. Falsification of such evidence will lead to the termination of registration.

A4.1.3

Postgraduate Diploma in Research 
The normal entry qualification for the Postgraduate Diploma in Research is a degree of a United Kingdom higher education institution; or one recognised by the University as equivalent.

Admission may also be through a diploma or vocational qualification and appropriate professional experience, which is regarded by the Registrar and Secretary and the Chair of the University Research sub-committee as equivalent. 

A4.1.4

Masters by Research, MPhil, PhD
The normal entry qualification for registration for the degrees of Master by Research, MPhil or PhD, is an appropriate honours degree of a United Kingdom higher education institution; or one recognised by the University as equivalent.

Admission may also be through a qualification which is regarded by the Registrar and Secretary and the Chair of the University Research sub-committee as equivalent.

A4.1.5

Professional Research Doctorates
Candidates for Professional Research Doctorates should normally have an appropriate honours degree of a United Kingdom higher education institution; and have had a minimum of three years of professional experience.  Professional experience will be understood as practical experience within the relevant field of enquiry.

A4.1.6

Non-standard Entry Qualifications
An application made by someone other than those holding an appropriate entry qualification is considered on its merits.  Evidence is required to demonstrate that the background knowledge is appropriate and that the student has the ability to carry out the research to the level required for that award. 

Such an application is considered by the Faculty Research Awards sub-committee for consideration. This sub-committee takes into account professional experience, publications, written reports or other appropriate material and makes a recommendation to the Registrar and Secretary and the Chair of the University Research sub-committee who will consider the recommendation in the context of consistency and fairness across the University and make a recommendation for acceptance of the applicant for initial registration.

A4.1.7

English Language Qualification
If a candidate’s first language is not English, the University may require evidence that the candidate has the necessary language to fulfil the requirements of the award.

A minimum of International English Language Testing System Grade 6 (IELTS 6) or equivalent is required for all research awards.

A4.1.8

Transfer of Registration from another Institution

An applicant wishing to transfer his or her registration from another institution in the United Kingdom, must provide evidence:
· that the proposed programme of study has been accepted by that institution; and

· the level at which it was accepted.

Subject to the satisfactory provision of evidence, an applicant for transfer into the University may register for the target award of PhD, MPhil or MRes. Candidates whose programme of study was approved for the award of MPhil or MRes, and who wish to register for a higher award with the University, will be required to submit for confirmation of their registration on their target award.
