Studentship Details – 2010/11
Finance

Each studentship will have a bursary of £12,900 per annum. Fees of £3,451 will also be paid. 

Length of Studentship

Each studentship is for a period of 3 years full time study subject to satisfactory annual progress. 

Overseas’ Applicants

If you are a prospective student from outside of the UK and EU and wish to apply to study at Leeds Metropolitan University you would be required to make up the difference (£6,349) between the UK/EU fees to be paid by the University of £3,451 and overseas’ fees of £9,800. 

Part of the Research Culture
We expect bursary students to be an integral part of the research culture of the university, contributing to seminars and conferences, perhaps to projects, and generally engaging in the exchange of ideas.  Associated with this, all research students undertake a research training programme. 

Opportunity for teaching experience 

All PhD students will be expected to take advantage of the opportunity to engage with some teaching experiences in an area of their expertise. The maximum amount of teaching related activity that a student could be expected to undertake is 3 hours per teaching week for each semester. Teaching related activity would include preparation of teaching materials, delivery of seminars, practical, tutorials and lectures as appropriate to the expertise and experience of the student.
