Leeds Metropolitan University

Higher Education Fee Policy 2008-2009
In accordance with our ‘low-charging, high impact’ policy, the university is committed to providing the best quality courses at an affordable price. The university sets fees for all its courses to encourage applications and access to all sections of the population with ability to benefit, but also fees are set at a level which is financially viable within the market. The university is committed to delivering a transparent fee policy, operated clearly and consistently across the Institution.
Fee setting
The university will set, publish and charge tuition fees for all its course provision.  In determining charges the university will consider nationally published guidelines where these exist. Additional fees may be charged for professional examinations, external body registrations, residential periods, course materials and bench fees. These will be charged at cost.
Students will be notified of fee levels as soon as possible and no later than offer stage (wherever possible).
All Faculties should set fees in accordance with the policy. To ensure fair and consistent practice all fees must be submitted to and agreed by the Registrar and Secretary prior to publication. All fees should be recorded and charges applied to accounts via the corporate student database. Any exceptions to the fee policy must be agreed in advance by the Registrar and Secretary.  Financial contracts must exist and be approved by the Registrar and Secretary for all provision delivered in partnership with others or where a special rate has been negotiated with a corporate fee sponsor.
Fee assessment
In all cases the university will charge the fee set in accordance with the policy and recorded on the corporate student database. Individual student liabilities may be revised in certain circumstances. Such reassessments will be made by the Registrar and Secretary as detailed below.
Withdrawal from a course

Subject to a student observing the procedure for withdrawal, fee liabilities will be reassessed. The reassessment will be based on the number of term-time weeks that have elapsed up to the point of withdrawal. Weeks will be counted from the start of the academic year up to the date of withdrawal. Calculations will generally be based on a percentage of 30 weeks. For example an UG student withdrawing after 15 weeks would be liable for 50% of the full fee. 
Long courses (taught Masters and accelerated learning) will be calculated at 45 weeks.  Postgraduate Research will be calculated at 52 weeks.  There are certain professional courses within the Faculty of Business and Law where the recalculations will be undertaken on a semester by semester basis in accordance with the pattern of delivery. 
Full Time Home/EU Undergraduate students who withdraw in the first 3 months of the academic year and have deferred payment of all or part of their fees under the new fee support regime effective from 2006/2007 will be reassessed in accordance with national guidelines, published by UUK. Where a student has deferred payment of the entire fee and withdraws in the first 3 months of the academic year no fee will be charged. Where a student has deferred payment of part of their fee and withdraws in the first 3 months of the academic year the deferred portion will no longer be due. The upfront portion will be reassessed as above based on the number of term time weeks that have elapsed up to the point of withdrawal.  
FT Home/EU Undergraduate students who withdraw after 30th November and have deferred payment of their fees will be charged in full for the year.
Transfer to-from another Institution

A student who transfers to another Institution will be regarded as a withdrawal and reassessed accordingly.  If any tuition fee has already been paid by the Student Loans Company a proportion will be transferred to the new Institution in accordance with the national guidelines.
A student who transfers into Leeds Met will be charged on the basis of the number of weeks in attendance.
Temporary withdrawal, transfer of course, reduction in module load. 

Fee liability will be adjusted where a student reduces the number of modules to be studied in an academic year.  All monies paid will normally be held on account and used to offset future study.  The university may refund payment held on account if individual student’s circumstances warrant.  These will be considered on a case by case basis by the Registrar and Secretary.
Reassessment and deferred assessment

No additional fee will be charged for in- year reassessment or deferred assessments.

Repeat Study

Students who repeat a level will be charged at the set rate per module. Where the student's repeat programme of study falls within the definition of full-time mode, then the student will be charged at the full-time fee rate.

Exemptions from modules
Students who are studying in full-time mode will be charged at the full-time fee rate even if they are exempt from some of their modules. Students who are studying in part-time mode will only be charged for those modules they are undertaking, but may be charged an additional fee to cover the administration of any credit exemption(s).

Research students – writing up  

Students studying for Postgraduate Research Degrees may be charged a reduced fee of £200 to cover costs associated with writing up after they have completed three years research.
Such reductions are agreed by the university Research Awards Sub-Committee and would only exceptionally be agreed beyond one year. 
Full Time Undergraduate entry and Fixed Fee rate

Full-time UG students commencing study at the university from 2006 will be charged the variable tuition fee rate. In certain circumstances (outlined below) a student who starts a full-time course in 2006 or later will only be charged the fixed fee amount. 
End - on courses - Students moving immediately from a full-time HND, HNC, DipHE or Foundation Degree they started prior to 2006/2007 at Leeds Met or elsewhere, to top up to a full time degree course starting in 2006/2007 or later. 

Suspensions - Students who started their course prior to 2006/2007 who subsequently suspend their studies and return to the same course in 2006/2007 or later.
Transfers - Students who have transferred as result of one or more transfers from a course that started prior to 2006/2007.

Part to full-time - Students who start a full-time course before 2006/2007 who remain on their full-time course, but who have decided to vary their pace of study i.e. to retake part of the course on a part-time basis. Students transferring from part-time courses started prior to 2006/2007 to full-time courses starting in 2006/2007 or later will be charged at the variable fee rate.

Island Fees

Students residing in the Isle of Man, Guernsey and Jersey are classified as 'International students' for fee purposes. Self-financing and postgraduate students are charged the appropriate tuition fee, whilst Island sponsored undergraduate students sponsored by Island Governments pay a fee agreed between the DfES and the Island Governments. 

Discounts, scholarships and bursaries
The university may offer reductions or discounts to the set tuition fees.  All such reductions to student liabilities and the charge to the appropriate university fund will be administered by the Registrar and Secretary and recorded on the corporate student database. 
International Scholarships, bursaries and discounts will be administered via the International Office on behalf of the Registrar and Secretary.

Any reductions, scholarships, bursary or discounts to the set tuition fees must be agreed in advance by the Registrar and Secretary. 

Alumni Discount and Staff Discount
A 10% discount on tuition fees is available to Alumni, staff of Leeds Met, graduates and staff of partner colleges within the regional university network, who register for a program study at Leeds Met.  
International Student Discounts
Discounted tuition fees may be available to students from specific overseas countries in accordance with the university’s statement of Vision and Character and International strategy.  For details contact the Leslie Silver International Faculty.
A student may only claim one of the discounts is any one academic year  
NHS Funded Provision  
The NHS funds a limited number of places on certain courses in nursing, midwifery and some of the allied health professions. The NHS meets the full economic costs of places on these courses including tuition, and so there is no fee payable by students in respect of funded places on these courses.
Year Out – Placements and Year Abroad
A reduced fee is charged to students undertaking a full-year placement period. Students undertaking a compulsory full year abroad, not part of the Socrates/Erasmus scheme, will be required to pay the reduced fee for placements and year out students. Eligible students who spend the full academic year abroad under the Socrates/Erasmus Scheme are not required to pay tuition fees for that year either to Leeds Met or the partner institution. Students who spend part of the academic year away from the university will pay the normal full-time fee to Leeds Met. Students who are undertaking as optional/non-compulsory year out are not required to pay a fee, unless their studies during this period count towards their final degree.
EFL provision for International students 

Full-time International students will not be charged for EFL tuition up to a limit of 2 modules of additional curriculum in year one of their programme of study. This cost will be met by the Faculty who receives the full-time overseas fee for the student.

Fee payment
The university will operate procedures for the collection of fees as outlined in the university Regulations. Any exceptional fee payment method must be approved by the Director of Finance and Resources. 

Fees are due on or before the commencement of each year of the course. The university subsequently makes every effort to remind students of fees due by means of invoices. However these are reminders only and students are contractually responsible for paying fees on time whether invoices are received or not.

Students may be required to pay a proportion of the tuition fee upfront as a condition of offer of a place onto certain courses, or in the case of certain specific contracts e.g. with a particular agent. 
Overseas students will be required to pay 50% of their tuition fees on or before registration. 

Overseas agents may be paid a commission normally no more than 10% of the tuition fee. The fee is a single fee for introduction of the student payable when the student initially registers and confirms attendance on a programme of study. For students who enter General English course, or the International Foundation Year or Pre Masters programme, agents may also be paid, on request, a further agency fee if the students progress from the preparatory courses to other full-time programs at the university
Overseas students will be charged any agent fee incurred by the university if they withdraw within the first 15 weeks of study. The fee will be deducted from any refundable payments or, if such funds are insufficient, will be invoiced separately.
The  university reserves the right to impose sanctions against students who refuse to pay fees. Such sanctions may be include the withdrawal of library lending facilities, removal of access to the computing network, the withholding of mark transcripts, the witholding of presentation of certificates and the suspension of the students' registration.

Any student who has a debt to the university at the end of the academic year, will not be permitted to enrol for the next year of their programme of study, until either the debt has been cleared or a satisfactory repayment plan has been agreed.  The university will not issue certificates to any student who continues to be in debt to the institution at the end of their programme.  The university will pursue outstanding debts via a debt collection agency and through the courts.  Any such action will also include the recovery of reasonable costs incurred by the univeristy.
